OZsaver "Light System Description

THERMAFLO's OZsaverTMflz/ﬁ/,unjt is capable of moving refrigerant liquid or vapor from:

« arefrigerant system being serviced to a recovery tank
* arecovery tank to a system being serviced

* a new tank to a system being serviced

* one unit to another

CAUTION: It 1s important to understand that if liquid refrigerant is introduced through the Inlet or
Bottle Return ports while the Vapor/Liquid valves are configured for vapor recovery the compressor
may be permanently damaged. Any introduction of liquid refrigerant into the compressor will
void the unit's warranty.

The heart of the OZsaver™/if/ unit is a compressor designed to operate without oil in it's crankcase.
Lubrication is a function of the materials of construction and the oil mist associated with the flow of
refrigerant vapor through the unit.

The compressor is a patented open style unit which can operate from 20 inches of Hg to 125 psig of
inlet pressure. The maximum discharge pressure is set at 425 psig. When 425 psig is exceeded the
unit will shut down.

Since the OZsaver /yf/ unit has an air cooled oil-less compressor there is not a concern with
overheating or harming the compressor during extended operation. In order to maximize the recovery
process the OZsaver " /ighl will only shut off at the safe fill level per UL 1963 (80%) but will not shut
off automatically at a given low pressurc - the technician MUST shut off the unit. This feature allows
the technician the ability to pull down the system being serviced to the desired vacuum which as a
minimum should be those required by the EPA.

TheOZsaver™/ghunit is tested to UL 1963 by Underwriters Laboratories to recover refrigerant
from any system which uses refrigerants 12, 22, 500, 502, or 134a.

THERMAFLO requires that a THERMAFLO filter, part number 2044, or a standard 052 or 053
filter drier or equivalent be used on the Inlet port in order to protect the OZsaver" figh, unit from
particulate damage.

If during warranty evaluation, it has been determined that a filter was not
used during the operation, the OZsaver Zihounit warranty will be voided.
